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4. Media campaign

The Leo Foundation intends to link its publicity to the four projects it has adopted.

For the Amboseli lion project contacts have been established with Naturalis Museum in Leiden, and
the Leo Foundation will, jointly with the Institute of Environmental Sciences of Leiden University,
contribute to a special stand on lion research and conservation as part of a large exposition on the
‘Serengeti Ecosystem, which will be inaugurated in Naturalis in October 2008.

In addition newspaper articles will be initiated in daily newspapers as well as in more specialised
popular periodicals (Panda Nieuws, Bionieuws a.o.).

For the North Cameroon-North Nigeria lion project contacts have been established with a Dutch
film crew of TV 8 Media Productions, in collaboration with Safari Park Beekse Bergen. A documentary
about the situation of the lions in and around Waza will be broadcasted end of 2008 on Dutch
television.

5. Other activities

The Leo Foundation intends to initiate twinning arrangements between Dutch nature conservation
organisations and national parks in Africa, which play an important role in lion conservation. Main aim
of the twinning arrangement is the mutual exchange of information in order to create awareness and
understanding. Financial transactions between twinning partners may be possible, but are not a starting
point.
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
